CONCERT REQUIREMENTS

Our semester concert is scheduled for November 5, 2009. We also have a performance scheduled for November 21, 2009 at the 12 Nights Electronic Art and Music series. Students are required to participate in both concerts. 

COURSE DESCRIPTION
The Electronic Music Ensemble performs music that utilizes electro-acoustic methods of performance, composition, and/or production. Members may contribute as either as performers, composers, engineers, or sound designers. Students will be exposed to a variety of genres that employ electronic processes in music. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES

· Students will be exposed to a variety of music from the electro-acoustic repertoire.  This exposure will provide the student with a learning experience about innovative pieces and approaches to composition.

· Students will be encouraged to learn new skills, software, hardware, and performance practices that they may not have been exposed to before.
· Students who are composers will be encouraged to write for a piece for the ensemble concert that employs the contributors that are in the ensemble.

· Students will also gain a listening exposure in order to gain a greater appreciation for electro-acoustic music both in the past and present.

SEMESTER CONCERT

The ensemble performs a concert each semester. Students are required to participate in the concert during the semester that they are registered. This participation includes the setting up and tearing down of equipment.

GRADING

Grading is based upon class participation and concert contribution. The student will be informed if his or her participation is resulting in a C or below for the final grade. This allows the student to improve his or her participation or contribution to the ensemble over the course of the semester. The student is encouraged to ask about their grade during the course of the semester in order to improve their efforts to attain he desired grade at the end of the semester. It should be noted that a lack of participation in all aspects of the semester concert can result in a lower grade that would not allow the instructor to provide prior warning.
