How Bossa Nova was developed

· Brazil was the birthplace of Bossa Nova

· Samba is a traditional Brazilian folk music

· Bossa Nova uses rhythms from Samba melded with jazz melodies and harmonies
· The rhythm section, piano, guitar, bass, and drums define the Bossa Nova rhythmic feel

· During the 1950s, as Bossa was being developed in Brazil, cool style jazz had a big influence on its development

· The Melodies and chords of Bossa Nova are directly related to cool style jazz

Antonio Carlos Jobim

· Piano Player

· Writer/arranger

· The most prolific Bossa Nova writer

· Because of this, he has a large amount of classic Bossa Nova music that he wrote.

· He is the biggest name among Bossa songwriters

Joao and Astrud Gilberto

· Legendary husband and wife duo

· Astrud, the wife, was a vocalist

· Joao, the husband, played guitar and sang

· They collaborated with Jobim and Gets in the two Getz/Gilberto albums

· Getz/Gilberto was the first Bossa Nova release in the US and the biggest release of Bossa Nova to that date… 1961

Stan Getz

· Collaborated with the Gilbertos and Jobim in the 1861 release of Getz/Gilberto

· His signature sound on tenor saxophone includes a whining upper register and a smooth, airy sound throughout the rest of the instrument  

· He includes a lot of chirps and cries in his playing, like a blues singer would perform

· Maintained Bossa Nova and Cool stle jazz throughout his career
