Elements of Music and Important Musical Terms

Pulse – The steady beat that is used to keep time in music.


Tempo – Speed of the pulse.


Rhythm – Timing of the music, in relationship to the pulse.


Melody – Horizontal music, one note at a time.


THE Melody – The lead melodic line of a song

Harmony – Vertical music, more than one note at a time. 


Tone Color (timbre) – The unique sound of an instrument or voice


Form – Arrangement of music into sections over time.. 


Pitch – Sound with a specific frequency.


Note – Symbol or name for a pitch.


Dynamics – Loudness and softness as intended in the music.

 
Texture – Thickness of simultaneously instruments or voices. 

Meter – The number of pulses per measure.
Hearing and recognizing the instruments of jazz


Woodwinds – clarinet, saxophone, and flute


Brass – trumpet, trombone, flu gal horn, and bass trombone


Rhythm section – piano, guitar, bass, drums, auxiliary percussion, and mallet instruments
