This is a listening example of how one can write about hearing some music in a concert.  This will be an example of individual songs.  In a concert, you will, of course, be hearing a series of songs.  So this is an example of how you can write about any one of the songs you hear in a concert.

I went to a concert in the world of my imagination.  The Bob Mintzer Big Band was playing a concert at the Starbeam Theatre.  The concert hall was big, and the stage was well-lit.  The band had about 4 trumpets, 4 trombones, 5 saxophones, and a rhythm section of piano, drums, and bass.
The first song of the evening was “1 O’Clock Jump.”  This song was originally written by Count Basie, whose band made the song famous in the 1940s.  The song began featuring the piano player, who started it off with a solo.  The bass player and drums were also playing at the beginning, holding the groove down.  Little by little, the other instruments entered.  This began with the saxophone section, that played a repeated, rhythmic idea.  Other sections of instruments came in afterward as the dynamics increased building to a peak with all the instruments playing.  The piano kept soloing in little phrases in between the other instruments.  After the peak in loudness, the saxophones continued with a smooth, mellow line.  The music slowly built in intensity until the whole band was playing at a loud dynamic with the baritone saxophone beginning to solo.  The band then laid out a bit and let the saxophone play solo with the rhythm section.  Then, the rest of the band entered to build to a climax repeating rhythmic versions of the melody until the song came to a conclusion.
This is an example of an introductory paragraph and one paragraph for one song.  You would continue with the rest of the music in the same fashion to get to 4 pages.
